Performance & Emissions, Brakes & Front End, and Engine Performance & Drive
Train, the Ford-sponsored training program, or the General Motors-sponsored
training program

o Students who have completed or are currently enrolled in at least one CTE
Automotive class, with a grade of A or B

o Students must show initiative, hard-work, a willingness to learn, and knowledge
of requirements for study at a community college or technical school (as
determined by Automotive Teacher and Counselor recommendation

o May re-apply each year of study
